REQUEST FOR RELEASE OF FUNDS

On or after January 03, 2008  Ripley County will submit a request to the State of Missouri for the release of Federal funds from the Community Development Block Grant program under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 (PL 93-383) to undertake the following project:

Project Title:  Purman Volunteer Fire Department
Purpose:  The proposed project consists of constructing a new 4,500 square foot 5 bay pre-engineered metal building fire house with a 14' eave height. The facility will include a 30 x 60 meeting room, office, toilet room and mechanical room. Also included are a kitchenette equipped with a range, sink and refrigerator. a 0.73 acre site with access to a 6" public water main to be donated to the Purman Volunteer Fire Department once funding for the new fire station building is available.
Location:  County Road E in Ripley County
Estimated Cost: $448,376.00
Finding of No Significant Impact

Ripley County has determined that the project will have no significant impact on the human environment.  Therefore, an Environmental Impact Statement under the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA) is not required.  Additional project information is contained in the Environmental Review Record (ERR) on file at the Ripley County Courthouse, 100 Courthouse Square, Doniphan, MO 63935 and may be examined or copied weekdays 8AM to 5PM.
Public Comments
Any individual, group, or agency may submit written comments on the ERR to the Ripley County Courthouse, 100 Courthouse Square Doniphan, MO 63935.  All comments received by January 03, 2008 will be considered by Ripley County prior to authorizing submission of a request for release of funds.  Comments should specify which Notice they are addressing.
Release of Funds

Ripley County certifies to the State of Missouri that Mr. William Kennon in his capacity of Presiding Commissioner consents to accept the jurisdiction of the Federal Courts if an action is brought to enforce responsibilities in relation to the environmental review process and that these responsibilities have been satisfied.  The State of Missouri’s approval of the certification satisfies its responsibilities under NEPA and related laws and authorities and allows Ripley County to use HUD program funds.
Objections to Release of Funds

The State of Missouri will accept objections to its release of funds only if it is on one of the following bases: (a) the certification was not executed by the certifying officer of Ripley County; (b) the Grantee has omitted a step or failed to make a decision or finding required by HUD regulations at 24 CFR 58; (c) the grant recipient or other participants in the development process have committed funds, incurred costs or undertaken activities not authorized by 24 CFR Part 58 before approval of a release of funds by the State of Missouri.  Objections to the release of funds must be prepared and submitted in accordance with the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58, sec. 58.76) and shall be addressed to the Missouri Department of Economic Development, CDBG Program, P.O. Box 118, Jefferson City, MO, 65102.

Objections to the release of funds on basis other than those stated above will not be considered by the State.  Objections must be submitted within 15 days following receipt of the Request of Funds by the State.
